When moving between different freshwater systems such as lakes,
ponds, rivers, and streams, you may unknowingly spread disease.
Here are the most important requirements you must follow to
prevent the spread of disease between river systems:

* Dry or disinfect all equipment and vessels that have been in contact

with water before moving them to another river system.

Do not move fish, noble crayfish, or freshwater pearl mussels, dead

or alive, between river systems or to other parts of the same system.

Do not store live fish, noble crayfish, or freshwater pearl mussels

outside the place of capture. This applies even if they are kept in a
closed container.

 Dispose of water in the same river system from which it was taken.

e Gut and clean fish only where they were caught.

Found a dead noble crayfish? Place it in a freezer
and notify the Norwegian Food Safety Authority
(Mattilsynet) at 22 40 00 0O as soon as possible >

Found sick or dead wild fish, or do you suspect the
fish has poor welfare? Notify the Norwegian
Veterinary Institute (Veterinaerinstituttet) as

soon as possible >
